Enjoy the 

WHITNEY BIENNIAL, which will include 63 artists, ranging from 

emerging to well established individuals and collectives working in 

painting sculpture, drawing installation, film and video, photography 

and more. I recommend  that you get your timed ticket in advance for this well attended event. I am happy to help you 

with that. Optional arrangements will be made for lunch prior to entering the museum. Our bus will drop us there but 

we will share taxis etc to return to our bus for departure from NY.  

  

SATURDAY, MAY 6 -  Join me for a visit to the MUSEUM OF ARTS AND DESIGN (MAD) on COLUMBUS CIRCLE. On 

view will be JUDITH LEIBER: CRAFTING A NEW YORK STORY providing a rich sampling  from the sixty-five year 

career of this extraordinary designer of handbags. Optional lunch is planned at ROBERT'S the restaurant at MAD. Then 

we will go uptown to the JEWISH MUSEUM to see FLORINE STETTHEIMER: PAINTING POETRY. Her enchanting 

scenes of New York City have captivated art-lovers for decades. Lunch and museum admissions are additional  to the 

cost of the bus ($70).
